Forty days after the birth of Christ, Mary complied with Mosaic
Law and redeemed her firsborn from the temple and was
purified by the prayer of Simeon the Just in the presence of
Anna the Prophetess. Ndoubt this event, the first solemn
introduction of Christinto the house of God was in the earliest
times celebrated in theChurchof Jerusalem This feast day

had no official name, being simply called the Fortieth Day, until
the 4th century when it began being called by its current
name. Traditionally, Candlemas had been the end of the
Christian year until Vatican Il, when the Christian year was
changed to begin in Advent. The term Candlemas (or Candle
Mass) refers to the practice where a priest, on February 2,
blessed the candles which a church would use throughout the
year.
